A ldentify and Manage Critical Data

A data steward, seeing two fields named TaxID and SSN, uses the data dictionary
to understand exactly which of the two fields represents sensitive and private
customer data.

A Reuse Data to Reduce Redundancy

A data analyst, creating a new set of reports, avoids building a new data mart by
learning where the information needed has already been assembled.

A Improve Data Quality

A business user, accessing information with consistent labels, leverages agreed-
upon definitions for data elements and a common set of properties for each data
element, making data analysis easier and business intelligence more effective.

A Increase Trust in Data

Business owners and developers access validated data including approved
definitions and properties, supporting various applications and systems in one
central authority.

A Improve Documentation and Control

Managing and maintaining all data elements through a common data dictionary
ensures consistency and completeness of the data element descriptions and
definitions
